US Secretary of State Hillary Clinton and Slovak Foreign Minister Mikulas
Dzurinda signed the Joint Action Plan between the Government of the United
States of America and the Government of the Slovak Republic on Combating Illicit
Trafficking of Nuclear and Radioactive Materials and Related Technology in
Brussels on Wednesday, 7 December. “Slovakia and the USA are determined to
strengthen international and regional cooperation to detect, investigate, and
prosecute smugglers,” said the head of the Slovak diplomacy Mikuld$ Dzurinda.

The Action Plan expresses the intention of the two governments to cooperate in
strengthening the capacity of the Slovak Republic to prevent, detect, and respond
effectively to the threat of smuggling of nuclear and radioactive materials. The
document contains 44 priority measures to prevent and detect smuggling and to
detect illegal trafficking and the trafficking-related corruption. Nuclear terrorism
remains one the most imminent and extreme threats to the global security. This
agreement commits both governments to the partnership in the fight against this
danger. It will consists of concrete projects in the field like improving radiation
detection devices, trainings of experts, exchange of experiences between Slovakia
and its neighbours, or technology for border protection. These projects will help to
create more secure and stable international environment.
